What do you call it?

· Skin tear: upper layer of skin detached form the remaining dermis

· Fissure:  thin linear crack in skin w/dermal base

· Erosion: surface epidermis lost with epidermal base

· Ulcer: surface loss with dermal or deeper base

· Scale: dry keratin on surface

· Crust: dried exudation of fluid from deeper tissue

· Lichenified: thickened from chronic irritation

· Scar: thick, fibrotic

· Atrophic: thin, missing normal features

· Macule: flat discoloration < 1 cm (freckle)

· Patch : like a macule > 1 cm

· Papule: solid superficial, < 1cm (pimple)

· Nodule: like a papule > 1 cm

· Wheal: firm edematous plaque, transient

· Plaque: superficial, raised, solid, flat > 1 cm

· Vesicle: clear blister < 1 cm

· Bulla:  clear blister > 1 cm

· Pustule: vesicle full of pus

· Surgical

· Trauma

· Burn

Pressure ulcers

· Stage I: Non-blanchable, red, squishy, INTACT

· Stage II: Partial thickness:  into dermis but not through

· pink, partial, painful blister or crater

· Stage III: Full thickness as deep as fascia but not through it

If you see bone or tendon, wound is beyond fascia

· Stage IV:  Full thickness tissue loss deeper than fascia

To muscle, tendon, bone

· Unstageable: base covered by eschar/slough

· NO REVERSE STAGING

· Deep Tissue Injury
deep bruise with intact overlying skin
